Rikyu, born into a powerful merchant family in 1522, studied chado as a young man and, impressing top masters of the art with his innate talent, quickly rose to fame.

Due to both his pedigree and his skill, he was appointed as a tea master to two shoguns, Oda Nobunaga and his successor, Toyotomi Hideyoshi, both credited with putting Japan on the road to nationhood. A warrior, Hideyoshi nevertheless took his tea very seriously: During battles, he is said to have performed the ceremony in plain view of his enemies to awe them with his calm.                 *pedigree家柄

Rikyu exploited his position under Hideyoshi to create a standardized national system of tea ceremony based on the principles of his Zen role models. His campaign included quiet, but risky, opposition to the severe class-segregation of the times. Many of Rikyu’s samurai guests surely grumbled on being asked to remove their swords and then having to crouch to get through the tiny nijiriguchi tearoom entryways – requirements designed to humble haughty visitors from the ruling strata. There is speculation that the policy may have played a role in Hideyoshi’s demand, in 1591, that Rikyu commit seppuku(ritual disembowelment) -- an event whose true circumstances largely remain a mystery.        --- By ERICK PRIDEAUX ---                   *strata 層・階級
