Professor: The United States has often been called the “Land of Immigrants”. One reason 

           is that more immigrants have come to the U.S. than to any other country. 

           Although immigrants began arriving in the 1600s, the greatest wave of 

           immigration was between 1870 and 1916 when 25 million immigrants entered 

           the U.S.

    Woman: Why did so many people come at that time?

Professor: There were many reasons: famine, economic depression, and political unrest.  

           The population of Europe had doubled between 1750 and 1850, creating a 

           scarcity of resources and jobs. So many Europeans left their country looking 

           for new opportunities. In the U.S., the growth of industrialization offered 

           thousands of new jobs in the cities. Also, at this time in Poland and Russia, 

           Jews were experiencing severe persecution and were forced from their homes.

           Thousand of Jews fled their countries for a safer life elsewhere. 

           The U.S. was a common destination for them.

    Woman: My great-grandparents came from Sweden in the late 1800s, and my parents 

           said that a lot of Swedes immigrated around that time.

Professor: That’s true. Many Scandinavians, and also Germans, came because of the 

           Homestead Act of 1862, which offered free land to American citizens or anyone 

           intending to become a citizen. People settled mostly in the Midwest and 

           established farms. In time, they developed the American dairy industry.

      Man: Professor, is it true that some countries shipped their criminals off to 

           the U.S.?

Professor: This did occur. But in 1882, the U.S. Congress put a stop to this by enacting 

           a law that barred convicts from entering the country. This was the first 

           in a series of laws restricting immigration. That same year Congress passed 

           the Chinese Exclusion Act forbidding Chinese to enter.

    Woman: Why were Chinese excluded? I thought that they had been encouraged to come 

           to help build the railroad.

Professor: That’s true; they had come earlier in the century, and many had stayed to 

           work in the gold mines and mining towns. In the big cities, thriving China 

           towns were established. But a lot of Americans, themselves the descendants 

           of immigrants, began to resent the long-term residency of people that they 

           considered outsiders or foreigners, such as the Chinese. And they feared that 

           their own jobs or personal gains would be threatened by the constant waves 

           of new immigrants. The U.S. government began to question the wisdom of its open 

           immigration policy, and by the beginning of the 20th century, had placed 

           substantial restrictions on immigration.

    Since I know that many of you are interested in buying a bicycle, I’d like to explain

some things about different frames.  There are two I’ll talk about today:                                                                                                                      

the diamond frame and the mixte frame. The most common bicycle frame is the diamond frame, which is shaped like a diamond, but another common design is the mixte frame, which is sometimes called the women’s frame. One of the advantages of the mixte frame is that it’s easier to mount since it doesn’t have a top bar connecting the handlebar to the seat. That makes it easier if a woman is wearing a skirt, but it’s not as strong and rigid as the diamond frame. *Rigidity is important in a frame because one that is too flexible will not make the most of your pedaling energy. 
   The manufacturers of mixte frames *compensate for this lack of rigidity by using heavier metal tubing in the rest of the frame. In the past, since most bikes were made of heavy steel alloys, the heavier weight of mixte frame was not a concern, but bike materials have changed a lot in the last decade. Modern technology has developed ways to produce much lighter materials, and the demand for lighter-weight bikes has increased. The extra weight in the mixte frame, however, is not that important if you’re mainly interested in riding around town. If you’re planning to do some long distance cycling, however, it will probably make a difference. For a more *versatile bike, the diamond frame, which is stronger, more rigid, and lighter, is probably a better choice.      *frame车架      *rigidity僵硬;坚固

Many students ask me who was my greatest influence in Jazz, and by far I have to say the late Duke Ellington. If you will bear with me, I’ll give you a little biography of the man. The Duke, as he was called, was born Edward Kennedy Ellington, on April 29, 1899 right here in Washington, DC. He started studying the piano in 1906 with his elementary school music teacher, and from there he took off to become one of jazz’s greatest legends. He played the Washington clubs in high school, and he became the regular pianist at the Poodle Dog Café. It was there that he wrote his first song, ”Soda Fountain Rag,” but it wasn’t until Duke hit the road with his band, the Washingtonians, that he made it big. From 1927 to 1930, he was based at the famous Cotton Club in New York, the place where all jazz musicians stopped. And this was where I met the great Duke Ellington. I toured with him for 30 years playing saxophone. The musicians that played saxophone along with me certainly had a lot to do with the changes in my style of music, but at the heart and soul of it there was Duke Ellington, band leader and a master composer.
